Learning Strategies for Tactile Learners:

· incorporation of movement into the act of studying (e.g. reading while on an exercise bike, molding a piece of clay while learning a new concept, tossing a ball in the air while memorizing)
· working in a standing position 

· highlighting text reading, using bright colors 

· decorating work space with visual stimuli such as posters 

· listening to music while studying 
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
